Amanda Gorman, the first youth poet laureate at age 22, became the youngest maugural poet in
memory reading her poem at President Biden's inauguration. Many have been mspired by her
words and the message she shared with all of us. Ms. Gorman was quoted as saying her mtention
was " to not...in any way gloss over what we've seen over the past few weeks and, I dare say the
past few years, but what I really aspire to do in the poem 1s to be able to use my words to
envision a way 1n which our country can still come together and can still heal.
