Introduction to the Reconciling in Christ (RIC) Program: "All are Welcome"

What does it mean to be welcoming as a church community? The RIC Program is a public
way for faith communities to see, name, celebrate, and advocate for people of all sexual
orientations, gender 1dentities, and gender expressions in the Lutheran Church. Parkside 1s
establishing a commuttee to steer education and opportunities for discussion within our faith
community to ensure the welcome, inclusion and advocacy for people of all sexual
orlentations, gender 1dentities, and gender expression as well as continuing to work for racial
equity and commit to anti-racist work.

An important part of the program involves crafting a more in-depth welcome statement that 1s
welcoming to the LGBTQA+ community and commits to racial justice work. Crafting this
statement will be the work of the entire church community. Each month educational programs
will be offered around a variety of topics. A survey 1s being created 1n order to determine what
topics are of mterest to all of you. Educational and discussion opportunities will be offered in a
variety of ways from 1n person small group meetings, to cotffee hour discussions and Zoom.
Our hope 1s that each program will offer a safe place to ask questions and learn together. More
mformation will be forthcoming through the next few weeks.
