First Reading: Ecclesiastes 1:2, 12-14; 2:18-23 (24-25)

The teacher of wisdom who wrote Ecclesiastes sees that working for mere
accumulation of wealth turns life mnto an empty game, a “vanity of vanities.”
Nevertheless, he asserts in the next verse, it 1s good to find enjoyment in one’s work
because such enjoyment is a gift from God.

Vanity of vanities, says the Teacher, vanity of vanities! All 1s vanity. I, the Teacher,
when king over Israel in Jerusalem, applied my mind to seek and to search out by
wisdom all that 1s done under heaven; it 1s an unhappy business that God has given
to human beings to be busy with. I saw all the deeds that are done under the sun;
and see, all 1s vanity and a chasing after wind. I hated all my toil in which I had toiled
under the sun, seeing that I must leave it to those who come after me—and who
knows whether they will be wise or foolish? Yet they will be master of all for which I
toiled and used my wisdom under the sun. This also 1s vanity. So I turned and gave
my heart up to despair concerning all the toil of my labors under the sun, because
sometimes one who has toiled with wisdom and knowledge and skill must leave all
to be enjoyed by another who did not toil for it. This also 1s vanity and a great evil.
What do mortals get from all the toil and strain with which they toil under the sun?
For all their days are full of pain, and their work 1s a vexation; even at night their
minds do not rest. This also 1s vamity. (7here 1s nothing better for mortals than to cat
and drink, and find enjovment in their torl. This also, I saw, 1s from the hand of
God; for apart from him who can eat or who can have enjoyment?)

Gospel: Luke 12:13-21

In God’s reign, the “rich will be sent away empty.” Jesus uses a parable to warn
against identifying the worth of one’s life with the value of one’s possessions rather
than one’s relationship with God.

Someone 1n the crowd said to [Jesus,] “Teacher, tell my brother to divide the family
mheritance with me.” But he said to him, “Friend, who set me to be a judge or
arbitrator over you?” And he said to them, “Take care! Be on your guard against all
kinds of greed; for one’s Iife does not consist in the abundance of possessions.”
Then he told them a parable: “The land of a rich man produced abundantly. And
he thought to himself, “‘What should I do, for I have no place to store my crops?’
Then he said, ‘I will do this: I will pull down my barns and build larger ones, and
there I will store all my grain and my goods. And I will say to my soul, Soul, you
have ample goods laid up for many years; relax, eat, drink, be merry.” But God said
to him, ‘“You fool! This very night your life 1s being demanded of you. And the
things you have prepared, whose will they be?’ So it 1s with those who store up
treasures for themselves but are not rich toward God.”
