God'’s greatest gift comes as a baby in a manger. Angels announce the “good news of

great jov” and proclaim God’s blessing of peace.

When they saw this, they made
known what had been told them about this child; and all who heard 1t were amazed
at what the shepherds told them. But Mary treasured all these words and pondered
them 1 her heart. The shepherds returned, glorifying and praising God for all they
had heard and seen, as it had been told them.]
