First Reading: Ephesians 4:1-16

Christians share fundamental unity and diversity. Our unity consists in the one
body, one Spirit, one Lord, one faith, one baptism, and one God.

Gospel: John 6:24-35

Many of the five thousand people Jesus fed mn the wilderness continued to follow
him throughout the countryside. Jesus challenges them to consider the real nature of
therr quest.

When the crowd saw that neither Jesus nor his disciples were [beside the sea,]
they themselves got mto the boats and went to Capernaum looking for Jesus. When
they found him on the other side of the sea, they said to him, “Rabbi, when did you
come here?” Jesus answered them, “Very truly, I tell you, you are looking for me,
not because you saw signs, but because you ate your fill of the loaves. Do not work
for the food that perishes, but for the food that endures for eternal ife, which the
Son of Man will give you.
