Second Reading: 1 Corinthians 13:1-13

If I speak 1n the tongues of mortals and of angels, but do not have love, I am a
noisy gong or a clanging cymbal. And 1f I have prophetic powers, and understand all
mysteries and all knowledge, and 1f I have all faith, so as to remove mountains, but
do not have love, I am nothing. If I give away all my possessions, and 1f I hand over
my body so that I may boast, but do not have love, I gain nothing.

Love 1s patient; love 1s kind; love 1s not envious or boastful or arrogant or rude.
It does not 1nsist on 1ts own way; 1t 1s not uritable or resentful; it does not rejoice n
wrongdoing, but rejoices n the truth.

People in Jesus” hometown are mitially pleased when he says that God will free the
oppressed.

There were also
many lepers 1n Israel in the time of the prophet Elisha, and none of them was
cleansed except Naaman the Syrian.” When they heard this, all in the synagogue
were filled with rage. They got up, drove him out of the town, and led him to the
brow of the hill on which their town was built, so that they might hurl him off the
cliff. But he passed through the midst of them and went on his way.
