Second Reading: Acts 2:1-21

Before Jesus ascended mto heaven, he told his disciples they would be filled with the
Holy Spirit. Now, amid signs of fire, wind, and a variety of languages, the people
were amazed and astonushed at Jesus’ promise coming true.

When the day of Pentecost had come, [the apostles] were all together 1n one
place.

saying to one another, “What does this mean?” But others sneered and said,
“They are filled with new wine.”

But Peter, standing with the eleven, raised his voice and addressed them,
“Men of Judea and all who live 1n Jerusalem, let this be known to you, and listen to
what I say. Indeed, these are not drunk, as you suppose, for it 1s only nine o’clock
in the morning. No, this 1s what was spoken through the prophet Joel:

‘In the last days 1t will be, God declares, that I will pour out my Spirit upon
all flesh, and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, and your young men
shall see visions, and your old men shall dream dreams. Even upon my slaves, both
men and women, 1n those days I will pour out my Spirit; and they shall prophesy.
